5. What percentage of students return for their sophomore year? What percentage graduate?

6. Do you have my major? What are the strongest majors?

7. What kinds of clubs or activities are there? Is there a greek system on campus? If so, what percent of 
the student body is involved?

8. Do you have an honors program?

9. Do you have career planning and counseling services?

10. What is the tuition, room and board, and comprehensive costs of this school?

11. What kinds of financial aid are available, including merit-based aid?

12. What arrangements must I make to visit your campus?

13. What are the admissions deadlines I need to know?

14. What is special about this school, and why should I attend this one over a similar school?
