The Conant High School English Department would like to welcome your student to the E108 Accelerated (Honors)
English Level for the 2024-2025 school year.

Our summer reading requirement for incoming students on the E108 level is Jon Krakauer’s novel Into the Wild.
This book needs to be read before the first day of school. Students will take a comprehension based
multiple choice assessment over Into the Wild upon the start of the school year in August 2024. Moreover,
since we will be discussing and working with this book during our first official unit, each student will need a copy of
this book in class to start the school year (students can buy the novel as a book or eBook or they can rent it from the
library).

While reading, it is encouraged that students focus on each chapter’s purpose (lessons), main ideas, character
development, thematic attributes, vocabulary usage, and modern day or personal connections. Additionally, in order
to prepare for various classroom discussions and assignments, students are also encouraged to annotate (take
notes) as they read (a sheet detailing effective annotation accompanies this letter and can be found in the English
Department section of the Conant High School website).

Students who cannot write directly in their books are encouraged to use Post-it notes or a separate organizational
method if they wish to annotate.

Active reading activities (like annotating) help students comprehend, react to, and analyze important ideas in a text
and prepare them for the intensive Honors level writing, activities, and discussions that often rely on a supreme

knowledge of multiple features of a text.
