Incoming freshmen are required to complete a 
placement exam which assists in determining 
English, math, and science course placement 
along with identifying students for required 
participation in the Incoming Freshmen math 
and reading summer school programs. The fall 
administration is the first administration of the 
PreACT. PreACT assessments offer 8th, 9th, and 
10th graders an early experience with ACT test 
items and provides a predicted ACT test score. 
The ACT serves as both a college entrance 
exam and is used by the State of Illinois as its 
mandated assessment for grade 11 students.
